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1) EXHIBITIONS

From July, 7th, 
to August, 6th, the visitors of the Poets´ Home could read the poem 
“Unha Boda en Einibó” and see in the photographs taken the month 
before, the personal interpretation that the students of the School 
Sagrado Corazón made of it.

It combined the lectures with the projections of 
several works. It stood out  a documentary made by university students who worked 
those days in order to show the vision of Celanova that its own neighbours can see. 
Their program tried to make an  approach of the genius from different points of 
view: from the necessity to know something about  his more contemporary creative 
keys, the historical evolution and the present situation in trade until to know about 
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the own artists for his words. It has to be mentioned the participation of Miguel 
Anxo Fernández (a film and TV critic and teacher of Audiovisual Communication 
in Vigo University), Xosé Zapata (a producer, IBCinema) or Jaime Pena (a historian 
and headmaster of the Centro Galego de Artes da Imaxe) among others.
